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Frequently Asked Questions – FAQs 
 

1.  Tournament Format – Teams will be organized into four-team brackets.  Each team will be scheduled to 
play the three members of their bracket. Example: Team A-1 will play Team A-2 at 9:00 a.m., Team A-3 at 12:00 
noon, and Team A-4 at 3:00 p.m. 
 
2.  Playing Divisions – The Winter Blast is designed for both Girls and Boys teams in the U-6, U-7, and U-8 
playing divisions.  If U-5 teams want to play, they will be grouped with the U-6 teams. 
 
3.  Games – All teams will play three games weather permitting.  All players will receive a participant’s award.   
If the entire tournament is cancelled because of weather, $65 will be refunded to each registered team. 
 
4.  Protests are not permitted.  The Tournament Director is responsible for the final decisions on tournament 
format, bracketing, divisions, and rain outs in addition to any conflicts that arise concerning the tournament.
